Queremos dejar claro que la reduccién drastica de plazas no fue decision de FESMA ni de GENI,
sino de FISM, lo que nos ha perjudicado a todos. Aun asi, FESMA y GENI tuvimos que tomar la dificil
tarea de confeccionar la lista de representantes espafioles, siempre de forma consensuada y lo mas
justa posible. No ha sido facil para nadie.

El pasado 20 de marzo, la directiva de FESMA envié un correo electrénico a todos los concursantes
excluidos, explicando esta injusta situacion y los motivos que la habian provocado. Ademas, en los
meses previos, nuestro presidente ya habia mantenido conversaciones personales con varios de los
afectados, incluido nuestro querido amigo Gabriel Gascon, para darles las explicaciones pertinentes.
Sabemos que esto no borra la decepcion ni el dafio emocional que supone quedarse fuera de un
Mundial. Compartimos profundamente el malestar de Gabriel y de todos los afectados, ya que
entendemos lo doloroso que es ver como un suefio se ve truncado. Sin embargo, queremos dejar
claro que nuestra labor ha sido siempre en favor de la transparencia y la equidad.

Desde aquel momento estamos comprometidos a aprender y estamos trabajando en un proceso de
seleccion distinto, mas claro y exigente para el futuro, para que algo asi no vuelva a ocurrir.
Queremos recordar que hemos presentado una queja formal a FISM por haber exigido el pago
anticipado de la inscripcidn sin garantizar finalmente la participacion, algo que consideramos injusto.
Y Por supuesto, solicitamos su devolucion, algo que FISM TURIN respondié de manera negativa,
lamentablemente para todos.

Nuestro compromiso con los magos y magas esparioles que sueian con el Mundial sigue intacto.
Todos ellos forman parte del Spanish Team, tanto los que participaran como los que,
lamentablemente, no podran hacerlo esta vez.

Os animamos a escuchar el podcast “Magia Estudio Te Habla” emitido el 20 de junio en YouTube,
Spotify e iVoox, donde se explica con mas detalle lo sucedido.

Asumimos nuestros errores y trabajaremos para que no vuelvan a repetirse. Esperamos que FISM
también asuma los suyos.

Gracias por vuestra pasion, vuestra paciencia y vuestro compromiso con la Magia Espafiola.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT FROM FESMA

From Federacion Espafiola de Sociedades Magicas we would like to reiterate our apologies, our
surprise, and our sadness regarding an unprecedented situation that has left some Spanish
magicians out of the upcoming FISM World Championship.

We want to make it very clear that the drastic reduction in slots was not a decision made by FESMA
or GENI, but by FISM, which has affected all of us. Even so, FESMA and GENI were forced to take on
the difficult task of drawing up the list of Spanish representatives, always working together and striving
to be as fair as possible. It has not been easy for anyone.

On March 20th, the FESMA board sent an email to all excluded contestants, explaining this unfair
situation and the reasons behind it. In addition, in the previous months, our president personally held
conversations with several of those affected, including our dear friend Gabriel Gascon, to provide the
necessary explanations.

We know this does not erase the disappointment or the emotional pain of being left out of a World
Championship. We deeply share Gabriel’s frustration and that of all those affected, as we fully
understand how painful it is to see a dream interrupted. However, we want to emphasize that our work
has always been carried out in the spirit of transparency and fairness.

Since that moment, we have been committed to learning from this experience and are already
working on a new selection process that will be clearer, stricter, and fairer for the future, so that such a
situation will not happen again.

We would also like to remind everyone that we have filed an official complaint with FISM regarding
their decision to require advance payment of registration fees without ultimately guaranteeing
participation, which we consider deeply unfair. Of course, we requested refunds for those affected, but
unfortunately, FISM Turin refused, which we regret for everyone involved.

Our commitment to Spanish magicians who dream of participating in the World Championship
remains strong. All of them are part of the Spanish Team, both those who will be competing and those
who, regrettably, will not be able to do so this time.

We encourage you to listen to the podcast “Magia Estudio Te Habla,” aired on June 20th on YouTube,
Spotify, and iVoox, where this situation and the facts are explained in greater detail.

We acknowledge our mistakes and will work hard to ensure they do not happen again. We also hope
that FISM will acknowledge theirs.

Thank you for your passion, your patience, and your commitment to Spanish Magic.
